Project Description
This permit supersedes permit no. 51-0238686-002 and all subsequent modifications.

The permittee is authorized to dredge approximately 47,000 cubic yards of material from 20
locations within the Pithlachascotee River and Miller’s Bayou and adjacent canals to a depth of five
feet at mean low water. The dredge material (i.e., large rocks, limerock and sediments) will be
removed using an environmental clamshell excavator. The material will be placed into a sealed
container on a barge and transported to a temporary spoil disposal impoundment prior to transport
to the final spoil disposal site.

The temporary spoil disposal site will be approximately 1.7 acres and will be divided into a wet
basin that can hold a maximum of 2,076 cubic yards of spoil material and a dry basin that can hold
a maximum of 458 cubic yards of spoil material. Dry spoil material and large rock will be
offloaded from the barge using a clamshell bucket and will either be placed directly into dump
trucks and transported to the permanent spoil disposal site, or placed into the spoil disposal
impoundment dry basin until it can be transferred to the permanent spoil disposal site. Wet spoil
material will be pumped from the barge directly into the temporary impoundment wet basin for
dewatering through percolation. The maximum operating level (MOL) within the wet and dry
basins will be 10 feet NGVD from the bottom (BOT = 6.63 feet NGVD) of the impoundment to the
MOL. A swale system will be constructed around the outer toe of slope of the impoundment
embankment. The swale system will provide pollutant attenuation volume and total on-site
retention for stormwater runoff captured from the embankment from a 25-year, 24-hour design
storm event.

At the end of dredging operations, the impoundment will be decommissioned and the site will be
restored to pre-development conditions. All of the remaining spoil material will be transported to
the permanent spoil disposal site and all disturbed areas will be seeded and mulched.

Department within 30 days of discovery.

Barges shall only be stored within the boundaries of the dredge areas authorized in this
permit (as shown on Exhibit 2} when not in use during dredge activities. Barges shall not be
placed over submerged aquatic resources outside of the authorized dredge areas when not in
use during dredge activities.

Direct or secondary impacts to seagrass, oyster beds or hard-bottom communities outside
the dredge boundaries are prohibited. If such impacts occur outside of the dredge
boundaries, the permittee shall immediately report the incident to the Department, and take
immediate corrective action to avoid further impacts. Within 10 days of the unauthorized
activity, the permittee shall propose a remediation/mitigation plan to the Department. The
remediation/mitigation plan shall be implemented immediately upon approval by the
Department.

Monitoring for turbidity shall be conducted for the duration of the project. Sampling shall
commence prior to initiation of the dredging activities. Samples shall be taken every two
hours during dredging activities as described below.

A minimum of two compliance sampling sites shall be established. The first site will be
located immediately outside the mixing zone boundary down-current of the turbidity source
within the most visible plume. The second site shall also be located immediately outside the
mixing zone boundary up-current from the turbidity source, so that samples may be
collected during each tidal cycle.

Compliance samples shall be collected from surface, mid-depth and one-foot above botiom.
Mid-depth samples are sufficient in water that is less than five feet deep. Sampling shall be
restricted to the axis of the visible plume. If a plume is not visible, samples shall be
collected at the intersection of the mixing zone boundary and a line paralle! with the water
current and extending from the source of turbidity.

Background samples shall be collected at the locations shown on Exhibit 4 attached to the
permit. These samples shall be collected at surface, mid-depth, and one-foot above bottom.
The two background sites shall be marked by temporary buoys and shall be maintained for
the duration of the sampling program; these sites shall not be changed without specific
written authorization by the Department.

Samples shall be collected with a Kemmerer, Van Dorn or a similar sampler that is designed
to collect in situ water samples. Samples shall be analyzed immediately after collection with
a turbidimeter that produces results in Nephelometric measurements. The field sample
results shall be accurately recorded to the precision capabilities (decimal place) of the
instrument. Field turbidimeter results shall be rounded to the next whole number (ex. 15.23
NTUs shall be recorded; however the results shall be interpreted as 16.00 NTUs).

The permittee shall comply with the following QA/QC requirements for each sample
collected:

a. The instrument shall be calibrated each moming and each time the instrument is
turned on, and recalibrated every four hours thereafter.

b. Calibrations shall be performed against a blank, and at least one formazin or gel-type
standard. The standard value should be in the same range as the sample readings.

C. Calibration procedures shall be recorded in a permanent loghook, and copies must be
submitted with the data.

Turbidity levels shall not exceed 29 Nephelometric Turbidity Units (NTUs) above
background in the locations outlined in Specific Condition no. 36.

Turbidity monitoring reports shall be submitted to the Department each Monday following
project commencement; reports shall include the permittee name and permit number. The
report shall also include a cover page that states: “This information is being provided in
partial fulfillment of the monitoring requirements in Permit No. 51-0238686-005.”

All personnel associated with the project shall be instructed about the presence of manatees
and manatee speed zones, and the need to avoid collisions with, and injury to manatees. The
permittee shall advise all construction personnel that there are civil and criminal penalties
for harming, harassing, or killing manatees which are protected under the Marine Mammal
Protection Act, the Endangered Species Act, and the Florida Manatee Sanctuary Act.

All vessels associated with the construction project shall operate at "Idle Spesd/No Wake” at
all times while in the immediate area and while in water where the draft of the vessel
provides less than a four-foot clearance from the bottom. All vessels shall follow routes of

deep water whenever possible.

Siltation or turbidity barriers shall be made of material in which manatees cannot become
entangled, shall be properly secured, and shall be regularly monitored to avoid manatee
entanglement or entrapment.

Collision and/or injury should also be reported to the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service in Jacksonville (1-904-232-2580) for north Florida or Vero Beach (1-772-
562-3909) for south Florida.

Temporary signs concerning manatees shall be posted prior to and during all in-water
project activities. All signs are to be removed by the permittee upon completion of the
project. Awareness signs that have already been approved for this use by the Florida Fish
and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) must be used.

All activities shall be implemented as set forth in the plans, specifications, and performance
criteria as approved by this permit. Any deviation from the permitted activity and the
conditions for undertaking that activity shall constitute a violation of this permit.

This permit or a copy thereof, complete with all conditions, attachments, exhibits, and
modifications, shall be kept at the work site of the permitted activity. The complete permit
shall be available for review at the work site upon request by Department staff. The
permittee shall require the contractor to review the complete permit prior to commencement
of the activity autherized by this permit.

Activities approved by this permit shall be conducted in a manner that does not cause
violations of state water quality standards. The permittee shall implement best management
practices for erosion and a pollution control to prevent violation of state water quality
standards. Temporary erosion control shall be iraplemented prior to and during
construction, and permanent control measures shall be completed within seven days of any
construction activify, Turbidity barriers shall be installed and maintained at all locations
where the possibility of transferring suspended solids into the receiving waterbody exists
due to the permitted work. Turbidity barriers shall remain in place at all locations until
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construction is completed and soils are stabilized and vegetation has been established.
Thereafter, the permittee shall be responsible for the removal of the barriers. The permittee
shall correct any erosion or shoaling that causes adverse impacts to the water resources.

Water quality data for the water discharged from the permittee’s property or into the surface
waters of the state shall be submitted to the Department as required by the permit. Analyses
shall be performed according to procedures outlined in the current edition of Standard
Methods for the Examination of Water and Wastewater by the American Public Health
Association or Methods for Chemical Analyses of Water and Wastes by the U.S.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the Department's action may petition for an
administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. The petition must
contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received by the clerk) in the Office of
General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 335,
Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to re-determine final agency action on the
application, the filing of a petition for an administrative hearing may result in a modification of the
permit or even a denial of the application. If a sufficient petition for an administrative hearing or
request for an extension of time to file a petition is timely filed, this permit automatically becomes
only proposed agency action on the application, subject to the result of the administrative review
process. Accordingly, the applicant is advised not to commence construction or other activities
under this permit until the deadlines noted below for filing a petition for an administrative hearing,
or request for an extension of time has expired.

Under Rule 62-110.106(4), Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), a person whose substantial
interests are affected by the Department's action may also request an extension of time to file a
petition for an administrative hearing. The Department may, for good cause shown, grant the
request for an extension of time. Requests for extension of time must be filed with the Office of
General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35,
Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, before the applicable deadline.

The petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the
time of filing, The failure of any person to file a petition for an administrative hearing within the
appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative
determination (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 of the Florida Statutes.

A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department's action is based must contain
the following information:

(a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency's file or
identification number, if known;

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address, and
telephone number of the petitioner's representative, if any, which shall be the address
for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; " and an explanation of how
the pefitioner's substantial interests are or will be affected by the agency
determination;

(c) A statement of when and how the petitioner received notice of the agency decision;

(d)  Astatement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must
so indicate;

(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts that the
petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency's proposed action;

§3) A statement of the specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends require
reversal or modification of the agency's proposed action; and

(8) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action that the
petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency's proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts on which the Department's action is based shall
state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth
above, as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C. Under Sections 120.569(2)(c) and (d), F.S., a
petition for administrative hearing mmust be dismissed by the agency if the petition does not
substantially comply with the above requirements or is untimely filed.
